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Confusion Surrounds the SBA Paycheck

Protection Program

The Treasury Dept. is allowing a one-week extension of
the deadline for recipients of Paycheck Protection
Provision (PPP) loans to return the money to the
government if the companies determine they do not meet
newly revised guidelines for eligibility, a major
construction contractor group says.

Treasury fails to also revise and clarify the guidance for
the highly popular, forgivable loans, construction firms
that received the loans will decide to pay back the loans
and lay off workers.

The paycheck protection program is a Small Business
Administration Loan intended to help small businesses
keep their workforce employed during the COVID-19
pandemic. As an employee of a small business | am
certainly glad this program is in place; however, it is
disheartening to see many small business owners are
choosing to give the loan back and lay off their employees
instead. The main reason for this is the vaguely worded
revised guidelines published on April 28". When a
business applies for the loan you must certify that “current
economic uncertainty [makes this loan] necessary to
support the ongoing operations.” Additionally, potential
applicants must consider “current business activity and
their ability to access other sources of liquidity.” If you are
scratching your head, you are not alone. The SBA
guidelines make it far from clear on what specific
circumstances they will deem acceptable for loan
forgiveness. Add on top of that the long list of constraints
on how the money must be spent and many business
owners are rightly shying away.

Spotlight will highlight
an important figure or contributor to soil science with each new edition of the newsletter. This issue the

spotlight is on: Dr. Richard Bradfield ( 1896-1981)

This Ohio native would rise from life on a farm to being one of the most
celebrated chemist-agronomists of the 20" century. By the time he
become the head of Agronomy at Cornell University in 1937 he had:
taught at the University of Missouri, obtained his Doctorates in
Philosophy from Ohio State University, been awarded a Guggenheim
Fellowship in Berlin, and had been the first president of the newly
formed Soil Science Society of America.! Dr. Bradfield would spend 24
years in his position at Cornell and today his name resides on Cornell’s
most impressive laboratory building®* 2 Bradfield was committed to the
idea that civilization was born when agricultural returns rose above the
level of bare subsistence, he regarded the symbiotic relationships
between science and farming as the foundation of prosperity and
progress of world society.™!
